

Governor's 3 Star Program
The Three-Star Program is designed as a road map to assist local communities in their effort to achieve excellence in community and economic development.  Very basically, there are benchmarks that each county must reach to get from one level to another and each level qualifies Union County for increased grant money and assistance.  One of the qualifiers is volunteer time.  The grant money would probably not directly impact UCHS, but it does impact the betterment of the community as a whole.  UCHS participation in this program will show that we are contributing to this effort and that we are committed to helping Union County on many levels.
Volunteer time is tabulated by Marie Rhyne at the Chamber of Commerce at the end of June of each year.  She has to turn in the numbers each July.

The Union County Humane Society has an “Individual Volunteer Hours Form” for volunteers to keep at home to document the date/activity and number of hours that they volunteer. This from can be found on the website (unioncountyhumanesociety.org) on the Volunteers page.  There is also a clipboard at the shelter with a “Volunteers Hours Form” where a volunteer can record his/her hours.
All time counts: driving to and from the shelter, adoption days, prospective adoption homes; working at the shelter in ANY capacity, driving to and from out-of-state to bring animals to other shelters, paperwork, organizational time, teaching time, telephone time, fundraising time, etc.  Anything that any volunteer does for the UCHS would count.
If you itemize at tax time, you can claim the mileage you had while volunteering for UCHS.
